encouraged to distribute these as widely as possible to ap-
propriate users. Users include researchers, academics, stu-
dents, clinicians, health workers, economists, government
departments and policy makers. Currently, more than 130
publishers are participating in HINARI, AGORA and
OARE, providing access to more than 4.000 journals in HI-
NARI, 1.100 in AGORA and 2.200 in OARE.

HINARI provides free access to users in qualifying in-
stitutions in 72 countries where the annual GNP per capi-
tal is US$ 1.250 or less (HINARI Band 1). It is hoped that
all participating publishers will permit access from institu-
tions in each of these very poor countries in Band 1. In a
further 36 countries, where the annual GNP per cap. is bet-
ween US$ 1.251 and US$ 3.500, access to HINARI is pro-
vided to institutions for an annual fee of US$ 1.000. (HI-
NARI Band 2). A few publishers who have developed sig-
nificant business in a small number of Band 2 countries ex-
clude access to the programmes from these countries.

The publisher partners have agreed that all fees collec-
ted in Band 2 for access will be remitted back to the WHO
for use in training, outreach and other occasional related
expenses. Significant funds for training and programme de-
velopment have been generously provided by the Rocke-
feller Foundation, the UK’s Department for International
Development, the WHO managed Tropical Disease Re-
search programme, the Hewlett Foundation, the Macarthur
Foundation and the Elsevier Foundation.

During 2006 two independent reviews, funded by the
UK'’s Department for International Development, looked at
how HINARI and AGORA were working both for the users
and for the participating organizations. As a result of these
reviews, the publishers, the participating UN organizations
and Yale and Cornell universities decided to continue the-
se programmes in line with the time span of the UN's eight
Millennium Development Goals, due for implementation
by 2015. HINARI, AGORA and OARE will be reviewed
again during 2010. Recently, a major technical problem
with our user authentication procedures was resolved by
the Microsoft Corporation on a pro bono basis. At the HI-
NARI-AGORA-OARE General Partners Meeting in July
2007, Microsoft announced that it has joined the HINARI,
AGORA and OARE programmes as the first long term Te-
chnical Partner.

HINARI, AGORA and OARE are entirely voluntary co-
operative programmes and there are no formal contracts
between any of the parties. A small Executive Council with
representation from the publishers, the UN agencies and
Yale and Cornell overseas the management of the pro-
grammes in between the annual meetings, and an Adviso-
ry Council where users will play a leading role is in the
process of being instituted.

There is much more to tell you about HINARI, AGORA
and OARE and | am happy to answer any questions you
might have. These are long term programmes and it would
be very good to have the Croatian Cardiac Society as a
partner.
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
