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Ehokardiografija
u tamponadi perikarda

Sazetak

Sréana tamponada je kontinuum hipotenzije i stanja nis-
kog minutnog volumena srca razli¢itog intenziteta, po-
vezana s perikardijalnim izljevom koji se olaksava perikar-
dijalnom drenazom. Ehokardiografija predstavlja primarni
alat za dijagnosticiranje i kvantificiranje perikardijalnog iz-
ljeva, a u kontekstu klinicke slike, temeljito razumijevanje
M-moda, 2-D i Doppler nalaza moze pomoci pri identi-
fikaciji pacijenata s predstojecom tamponadom. Tampona-
da perikarda ima odredene znacajke koje su obi¢no pri-
sutne na 2-D ehokardiografiji: umjereni ili veliki izljev, ek-
spiratorni kolaps desnog pretklijetke (DA), ekspiratorni
kompresivni kolaps desnog klijetke (DV), dijastolicki ko-
laps DV i DA, pletora donje suplje vene (DSV) sa smanje-
nim respiratornim odgovorom, kompresija lijeve pretkli-
jetke (LA), mali volumeni klijetki, recipro¢ne promjene ve-
licine povezane s respiracijom izmedu DV i LV te mitral-
nog i trikuspidalnog zaliska. M-mod pokazuje fazna sma-
njenja dijametra LV sinkrono s ekspirijem, atrijsko i ven-
trikularno septalno gibanje ulijevo tijekom inspirija, sma-
njenje separacije listica mitralnog zaliska tijekom inspirija
te se moze koristiti za prorac¢unavanje kolapsa DV. Pregled
Dopplerom predstavlja komplementarnu metodu za prika-
zivanje hemodinamskih poremecaja tamponade. Pokazuje
suprotne respiratorne varijacije brzina mitralnog i trikuspi-
dalnog toka za vise od 30%. Sredisnji volumen krvi i tlak
punjenja DV mogu biti procijenjeni mjerenjem veli¢ine
DSV i njenog odgovora na respiraciju. DSV predstavlja
najpouzdaniju strukturu za izbjegavanje velikih dijagno-
stickih gresaka kod procijene hemodinamiske vaznosti bo-
lesti perikarda. Ehokardiografski vodena perikardiocenteza
je siguran i ucinkovit nacin za spasavanje pacijenata od
tamponade i povrata od hemodinamiske nestabilnosti.

ardiac tamponade is a continuum of hypotension and
Clow cardiac output states of various severity associated
with pericardial effusion and ameliorated by pericardial
drainage. Echocardiography is the primary tool for diag-
nosing and quantifying pericardial effusions, and in the
context of the clinical presentation, a through understand-
ing of M-mode, 2-D, and Doppler findings can help iden-
tify patients with impending tamponade. Pericardial tam-
ponade has certain features that are usually present on 2-
D echocardiogram: moderate or large effusion, right atrial
expiratory collapse, right ventricular expiratory compres-
sion collapse, diastolic collapse of right ventricle and atri-
um, inferior vena cava (IVC) plethora with diminished res-
piratory response, left atrial compression, small chamber
volumes, reciprocal size changes with respiration between
right and left ventricles and mitral and tricuspid valves. The
M-mode shows phasic decreases in right ventricular diam-
eter synchronous with expiration, atrial and ventricular
septal movement leftward during inspiration, decreasing of
leaflet sepration of mitral valve during inspiration and can
be used for timing of right ventricular collapse. Doppler
study is complementary method of demonstrating the he-
modynamic derangements of tamponade. It demonstrates a
oposite respiratory variations in mitral and tricuspid flow
velocities more then 30%. The central blood volume and
the filling pressure of the right ventricle can be estimated
by measuring the size of the IVC and its response to respi-
ration. The IVC is the single most reliable structure in terms
of avoiding major diagnostic errors in assessing the hemo-
dynamic importance of pericardial disease. Pericardiocen-
tesis guided by echocardiography is safe and effective for
rescuing patients from tamponade and reversing hemody-

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namic instability. The use of echocardiography for the
evaluation of all patients with suspected cardiac tampon-
ade is the gold standard for diagnosis and is essential for
directing treatment.
