tehnika “The 13" World Congress of Echocardiogra-
phy and Allied Tecniques”. Kongres je organiziralo Inter-
nacionalno drustvo za kardiovaskularni ultrazvuk (ISCU,
http://www.iscu.org/) iz SAD. Predsjednici kongresa bili
su: Navin C. Nanda iz SAD i Junichi Yoshikawa i Kiyoshi
Yoshida iz Japana.

U Kobeu je od 19. do 20. srpnja 2009. godine odrzan

Predavaci su bili iz 30 zemalja Europe, Sjeverne i Juzne
Amerike, Azije, Afrike i Australije. Svi radovi prikazani su
kao usmena izlaganja tako da nije bilo radova u obliku
postera. Teme kongresa bile su: 3-D ehokardiografija, kon-
trastna i stres ehokardiografije, intrakardijalna ehokardio-
grafija, dijastologija, ehokardiografija i resinkronizacijska
terapija, ehokardiografija u bolesti torakalne aorte i ultra-
zvuk perifernih arterija te dijagnosticko i prognosticko zna-
¢enje CT koronarografije. Veci broj izlaganja bio je iz po-
drucja 3-D ehokardiografije u perkutanoj implantaciji aort-
ne valvule, u perkutanom zatvaranju ASD i okluzije lijeve
aurikule i u evaluaciji prirodenih srcanih gresaka.

Vjerojatno radi recesije i globalne krize u svijetu na
kongresu nije bilo izlozbe farmaceutske industrije niti iz-
lozbe proizvodaca aparata za ultrazvu¢nu dijagnostiku.

Na kongresu je prof. dr. sc. Josip Vincelj, FESC iz Kli-
nicke bolnice Dubrava, Zagreb imao usmeno izlaganje ra-
da o znacenju Tei indeksa u bolesnika s akutnim infarktom
miokarda koji su lijeceni perkutanom koronarnom inter-
vencijom “Value of the Tei Index in Patients with First

The lecturers came from 30 countries, such as Europe,
North and South America, Africa and Australia. All papers
were presented as oral lectures, so there were no papers in
a form of posters. The topics of the Congress were: 3-D
echocardiography, contrast and stress echocardiography,
intracardial echocardiography, diastology, echocardiogra-
phy and resynchronization therapy, echocardiography in
thoracic aorta disease and ultrasound of peripheral arteries
and diagnostic and prognostic meaning of CT coronarogra-
phy. A large number of lectures covered the area 3-D
echocardiography in percutaneous implantation of aortal
valve, in percutaneous closing of ASD and occlusion of the
left auricle and in the evaluation of congenital heart de-
fects.

No exhibition by the pharmaceutical industry or exhi-
bition by producers of ultrasound diagnostic equipment
was organized probably due to global economic depres-
sion and global crisis.

At the Congress Prof Josip Vincelj, PhD, FESC from the
Dubrava Clinical Hospital, Zagreb gave an oral lecture
about the Value of the Tei Index in Patients with First Acute
