Ad 1. The Minutes of the previous MB meeting has
been discussed and adopted.

Ad 2. Prof. Milici¢ has reminded the attendees of held
expert activities of the society during the previous period.
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18. 3. je uspjesno organiziran Simpozij o aritmijama,
RS za aritmije i elektrostimulaciju.

19. 3. je realiziran stru¢ni simpozij HKD na temu Hr-
vatskog sudjelovanja u europskoj bazi pacijenata s akut-
nim koronarnim sindromom. Prof. Rafaelle Bugardinni iz
Padove i prof. Milicic ispred HKD su predstavili registar
pacijenata razvijen u Padovi za prikupljanje podataka o in-
vazivno lije¢enim bolesnicima. Pliva je tom prigodom pro-
slavila 90-tu obljetnicu te je nakon toga organiziran prikaz
bogat tematski broj ¢asopisa Medicus s temom “Kardio-
vaskularni lijekovi”. Tom prigodom su bili predstavljeni
pregledni i stru¢ni ¢lanci objavljeni u ¢asopisu.

21. 3. u Zagrebu je odrzan sastanak SPAF Academy.

25.-27. 3. odrzan je Intervencijski skup u Dubrovniku,
koji je akreditiran od strane EBAC, sto daje dodatni znacaj
ovom skupu. Opcenito je dojam svih sudionika bio vrlo
pozitivan, skup je bio dobro posjecen i obilovao je ak-
tivnostima — kako predavanjima, tako i interaktivnim sa-
drzajima. Predavanja i aktivnosti su se odvijale na hrvat-
skom i engleskom jeziku, bilo je dosta tema posvecenih su-
vremenim metodama invazivne kardiologije: DES, TAVI. U
sklopu skupa je bila organizirana i stru¢na edukacija sesta-
ra koje rade u invazivnim laboratorijima, $to je imalo vrlo
pozitivan odjek.

1.-5. 4. je bio ACC Annual Meeting, a prof. Milicic je
potom izvijestio o novostima s kongresa koji se odrzao u
New Orleansu. Tom prigodom prof. Mili¢ic i prof. Bergo-
vec su proglaseni Fellow-ima ACC, za sto je uprilicena i
svecana ceremonija. Prof. Milici¢ je zamijetio kako se pre-
polovio broj sudionika kongresa — obicno je ranijih godi-
na bilo i do 30.000 sudionika, a ove godine 15.000, sto je
svakako posljedica globalne krize i recesije. Prof. Bergov-
ec je bio nazocan i na sastanku Steering Commitee TIMI
skupine.

8.-10. 4. Belupo je organizirao u suradnji s HKD izvr-
stan stru¢ni skup u Umagu (“Teme i dileme u kardiologiji”)
koji je ocijenjen vrlo stru¢nim i kvalitetnim. Skup je bio u
cijelosti nekomercijalan.

20. 4. Prof. Milicic je sudjelovao u radu Congress Pro-
gramme Commitee u Sophia Antipolis, gdje se u okviru RS
dogovarao konacni program Europskog kardioloskog kon-
gresa u Parizu. Tamo se izradivao program na temelju ra-
dova koji su prethodno dobili visoke ocjene i uvrstavani su
u sekcije za oralne i posterske prezentacije. Buduci je bilo
mnogo vrlo kvalitetnih radova, posao je bio iznimno zah-
tjevan. Za kongres u Parizu je predbiljezeno oko 30.000
sudionika, a odrzavat ce se u novom kongresnom centru
koji nije blizu sredista Pariza, ali je prema najavama ide-
alan upravo za organiziranje ovakvog skupa. Odvijat ce se
u tri posebne cjeline: izlozbeni, CHF i CAD prostor. Poseb-
no je zanimljiv “Young Cardiologists Forum”, koji ce se
odvijati u dvorani imena Zagreb, $to nas potice da i nasi
mladi kardiolozi sudjeluju sto je vise moguce u radu foru-
ma. Odmah je nacelno dogovoreno da se organizira na na-
sem standu veliki plazma ekran te jedan dan zakuska.
Dezurstva na standu bit ¢e rasporedena na iduc¢em sastan-
ku UO. Takoder je odluceno da se zapocne i s aktivnosti-
ma povezivanja s nasim veleposlanstvom te se prof. Bergo-
vec obvezao kontaktirati veleposlanika, gosp. Galica, a dr.
Pocani¢ kulturnog atasea, gospodu Vrhovac. Prof. Bergo-
vec je predlozio, a ¢lanovi UO jednoglasno su prihvatili,
da se pokusaju izraditi kravate i Zenske marame sa stilizira-

On 18 March, the Symposium on Arrhythmias by the
WG for Arrhythmia and Electrostimulation was organized.

On 19 March, the expert symposium of the CCS on the
topic Croatian Participation in the European Database of
Patients with Acute Coronary Syndrome was held. Prof.
Rafaelle Bugardinni from Padova and Prof. Mili¢i¢ repre-
senting the CCS presented the register of patients devel-
oped in Padova for gathering data on invasively treated pa-
tients. On that occasion, Pliva celebrated the 90th anniver-
sary and following that organized a rich thematic edition of
journal Medicus on “Cardiovascular Drugs”. On that oc-
casion, review and expert articles published in the journal
were presented.

On 21 March, the meeting of the SPAF Academy was
held.

From 25 to 27 March, the Intervention meeting accred-
ited by EBAC was held in Dubrovnik which additionally
gave an importance to this meeting. Generally speaking,
the impression by all participants is very positive, the meet-
ing was visited by a great number of participants with
many activities organized - lectures and interactive con-
tents. The lectures were given and activities were conduct-
ed in the Croatian and English language, there were a lot
of topics dedicated to modern invasive cardiology meth-
ods: DES, TAVI. Professional training for nurses working in
invasive laboratories was organized at this meeting which
was welcomed.

From 1 to 5 April, ACC Annual Meeting was organized
and Prof. Mili¢i¢ has informed the attendees about the nov-
elties from the Congress that took part in New Orleans. On
that occasion, Prof. Mili¢i¢ and Prof. Bergovec were pro-
claimed ACC Fellows on which occasion a festive ceremo-
ny was organized. Prof. Mili¢i¢ noticed that the number of
Congress participants was reduced by a half - during the
previous years some 30.000 participants participated in the
meeting, this year there have been 15.000 participants
which is certainly the consequence of crisis and economic
recession. Prof. Bergovec was present at the meeting of the
Steering Commitee of the TIMI group.

From 8 to 10 April, Belupo did in cooperation with
CCS organize an expert meeting in Umag Topics and Di-
lemmas in Cardiology, whereas the meeting was said to be
very professional and good. The meeting was completely
unprofitable.

On 20 April, Prof. Milici¢ participated in the work of
the Programme Commitee in Sophia Antipolis, where he as
a part of the WG agreed on the final program of the Euro-
pean Congress of Cardiology in Paris. They were develop-
ing the program based on the abstracts that had previously
been evaluated as excellent and were included in the sec-
tions for oral and poster presentations. Since there were
many high-quality abstracts, the task was very demanding.
Some 30,000 participants have been registered for the par-
ticipation at the congress in Paris and it will be held in the
new congress center which is not near the center of Paris,
but is according to announcements perfect for organizing
such a gathering. It will be conducted in the three separate
units: exhibitive, CHF and CAD premises. The “Young Car-
diologists Forum”, that will be organized in the hall named
Zagreb, will be very interesting which is an opportunity
that our young cardiologists participate in the work of the
forum as much as possible. It was immediately agreed that
a large plasma screen should be put at our stand followed
by refreshment on one of the days. The duty hours at the
stand will be organized at the next MB meeting. They also
decided that they should start with the activities of linking

4. bio je kongres EUROPREVENT u Genevi, na
kojem je prof. Mili¢i¢ predsjedao jednom sekcijom o atri-
jskoj fibrilaciji i imao pozvano predavanje.

29.4.do 1. 5. bio je organiziran Joint Meeting of Croa-
tian and Turkish Cardiology Societies u Cavtatu, kojom pri-
likom su izmijenjena iskustva s turskim kolegama, a pro-
gram izlaganja je bio posvecen suvremenim lijecenjima
atrijske fibrilacije, novim antikoagulancijama, zatajivanju
srca. Sastanku su prisustvovali i lijecnici obiteljske medi-
cine iz Hrvatske, koji su, isto kao i turski kolege, skup oci-
jenili vrlo pozitivno, uz dosta visoku posjecenost preda-
vanja i mnogo stru¢ne rasprave nakon predavanja.

6. 5. je zakazan sastanak Splitske podruznice, koji ce
ujedno imati i izborni karakter — na njemu ce se izabrati
novo predsjednistvo i u dogovoru s kolegama iz Splita, biti
ce oformljena Podruznica za Juznu Hrvatsku i ukljucivat
ce centre od Zadra, Splita, Sibenika do Dubrovnika.

Zagrebu.

3. 6. je zakazan sastanak Podruznice Slavonije i Bara-
nje u Vukovaru, koji je takoder izborni.

7.-8. 6. Ce biti organiziran workshop “Cardiac CT" u
Poliklinici Sunce u organizaciji dr. Jukica, na kojem ce
Philips organizirati radne stanice i prakticki rad na modeli-
ma CT-a, za oko 20 sudionika.

8.-11. 6. ce biti nacionalni kongres o aterosklerozi u
Dubrovniku, gdje ce sudjelovati brojni kardiolozi.

16.-19. 6. Ce biti organiziran stru¢ni skup u hotelu Am-
fora na Hvaru, posvecen novostima u antikoagulantnom
lijecenju, ali i drugim temama u kardiologiji. Tom prigo-
dom su prof. Milici¢ i prof. Bergovec predlozili da se pred-
stave nove prevedene dzepne Hrvatske smjernice.

14.-17. 9. ce biti Alpe-Adria kongres u Budimpesti, a
prof. Milici¢ je obvezao ¢lanove UO da u $to vec¢em bro-
ju sudjeluju u radu kongresa, kako se ta vrijedna suradnja
ne bi ugasila.

29.9.-2. 10. ce biti Dubrovnik Highligts in Cardiology
- an Update Programme of ESC, a priprema programa je u
punom tijeku.

with our Embassy and Prof. Bergovec committed himself to
contact Ambassador, Mr. Gali¢, while Dr. Pocani¢ com-
mitted himself to contact the Culture Attache, Ms. Vrho-
vac. Prof. Bergovec has suggested and the MB members
unanimously adopted that they should try to make ties and
scarves for women with stylish logo of CCS since the tie is
the national symbol and as such it is an appropriate gift
whereas by using it we introduce Croatia and CCS to for-
eign guests. It was agreed that they would contact the com-
pany Croata (Dr. Jukic) as to implement this initiative as
soon as possible.

From 14 to 16 April the EUROPREVENT Congress was
organized in Geneva, at which Prof. Mili¢i¢ chaired one
section on atrial fibrillation and had an invited lecture.

From 29 April to 1 May the Joint Meeting of Croatian
and Turkish Cardiology Societies was organized in Cavtat
when experience was exchanged with Turkish colleagues,
while the program of lectures was focused on modern
treatment methods of atrial fibrillation, new anticoagula-
tions and heart failure. The meeting was attended by Croa-
tian family medicine doctors, who same as the Turkish col-
leagues evaluated the meeting as a very successful meeting
with a great number of lectures and many expert discus-
sions conducted after the lectures.

The activities in the forthcoming period:

On 5 May, the Education Committee was organized in
Amsterdam at which Prof. Mili¢i¢ participated.

From 5 to 7 May the research committee of the ENGA-
GE study will have a meeting in Rome. Prof. Bergovec is
the national coordinator and the member of the internatio-
nal supervisory board of the Steering Committee whereas
CH Dubrava, UHC Zagreb, UHC Split, UHC Osijek, GH
Slavonski Brod, GH Varazdin, GH Koprivnica, GH Zadar
and GH Krapinske Toplice participated in the study.

On 6 May, the meting of the Split Regional Branch will
be organized with the purpose of election — at the meet-
ing, the new presidency will be elected and in agreement
with the colleagues from Split the Regional Branch for
South Croatia will be established and it will include the
centers of Zadar, Split, Sibenik and Dubrovnik.

From 13 to 15 May traditional meeting of the Slovenian
Society of Cardiology in Radenci will be held at which
Prof. Milic¢i¢ has an invited lecture.

From 21 to 24 May the Heart Failure will be held in
Goetheborg.

From 25 May the expert lecture by Prof. Rafaelo Bejara
from Tel Aviv has been announced to take place at the Fa-
culty of Medicine of the University of Zagreb.

On 28 May, the Merck academy will be held in Za-
greb.

On 3 June, the meeting of the Regional Branch of Sla-
vonia and Baranja will be held in Vukovar at which elec-
tions will be conducted.

From 7 to 8 June the workshop “Cardiac CT” will be or-
ganized in the Polyclinic Sunce organized by Dr. Juki¢, at
which Philips will organize work stations and practical
work on models of CT for approximately 20 participants.

From 8 to 11 June the national congress on atheroscle-
rosis will be held in Dubrovnik where many cardiologists
will participate.

From 16 to 19 June an expert meeting will be held in
the Amfora hotel dedicated to novelties in anticoagulant
treatment and other topics in cardiology. On that occasion
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20.-22. 10. ce biti organiziran CROECHO skup u Opa-
tiji.

Ad 3. Dr. Ivanusa je nazo¢ne upoznao s novostima u
funkcioniranju Internetske stranice. Promjenom servera
dobili smo veci prostor i samim time vece mogucnosti. U
okviru navedenog je izradena vezana stranica RS za
ehokardiografiju (http://croecho.kardio.hr/), sa svim po-
trebnim sadrzajima vezanim za skupinu, ali i detalji vezani
za nastupajuci CroEcho skup u Opatiji (http://croecho
2011 kardio.hr/). Svi nazo¢ni bili su odusevljeni u¢injenim
te izrazili pohvale na enorman trud i zalaganje dr. lvanuse,
koji je izdvojio nasu stranicu funkcionalnoscu, ali i dizaj-
nom. Prihvacena je inicijativa da se sve RS koje zele imati
internetske sadrzaje na isti nacin uklope u domenu
www.kardio.hr. Dr. Pocanic je iznio inicijativu da se popis
¢lanova s internetskim adresama i minimalnim osobnim
podacima, a to bi bio grad, institucija, kao i nacionalni i
europski ¢lanski broj te e-mail adresa, budu dostupni svi-
ma na web stranici, kako bi sami ¢lanovi mogli provjeriti
azuriranost baze podataka ¢lanova.To je jednoglasno i pri-
hvaceno te je dr. Ivanusa zatrazio najnoviji popis ¢lanova
kako bi dogovoreno sproveo u djelo. Prof. Mili¢i¢ je pred-
lozZio, a svi su se slozili, da bi svakako trebalo na Internet
stranici omoguciti i uvid u sve protekle stru¢ne i znan-
stvene aktivnosti i skupove HKD.

Dr. Ivanusa se osvrnuo i na nase sluzbeno glasilo Kar-
dio list i zamolio nazoc¢ne da $alju sto vise ¢lanaka, poseb-
no otkad je ¢asopis postao indeksiran.

Ad 4. Prof. Milicic je izvijestio o sastanku Europskog
udruzenja za ehokardiografiju u Istanbulu na kojem je sud-
jelovala prof. Separovi¢ Hanzevacki. Tamo je predlozeno
objedinjavanje ehokardiografske, skupine za nuklearnu
medicinu i CT te MRI u jedinstvenu RS za slikovne prikaze
u kardiologiji. Evidentno je da je takvo objedinjavanje ne-
minovno i na razini Hrvatske, ali se nakon krace diskusije
zakljucilo da u nasoj zemlji to nije jos primjereno. Kod nas
su aktivnosti RS za ehokardiografiju izrazito velike i kao
takva je prepoznata i kod nas i u svijetu, a s druge strane
se nuklearnom medicinom, MRI i s iznimkom Poliklinike
Sunce, CT kardiografijom ne bave kardiolozi. Objedinja-
vanjem bi se izgubio znacaj kardiologa koji se uspjesno
bave ehokardiografijom te je ta inicijativa za sada odgode-
na. Zakljuceno je da se prof. Separovi¢ Hanzevacki po-
zove na iduci sastanak UO kako bi u ime RS elaborirala as-
pekte objedinjavanja ovih RS. Takoder je predstavljen pro-
gram akreditacije za bavljenje ehokardiografijom u Hrvat-
skoj, koji je zapoceo s akreditacijom nukleusa RS.

Ad 5. Prof. Milicic je izvijestio o inicijativi dodjeljiva-
nja akreditacije za Referentni centar Ministarstva zdravstva
i socijalne skrbi centrima u Hrvatskoj. Predstavio je inicija-
tivu doc. Persica da se Thallasotherapiji u Opatiji dodijeli
akreditacija za Referentni centar iz prevenciju i rehabilita-
ciju bolesti srca i krvnih zila. Prema elaboratu doc. Persica,
centar ima cCetiri nastavnika na Medicinskom fakultetu
Sveucilista u Rijeci, imaju status klinike, u kojoj radi devet
specijalista internista/kardiologa, objavljuju redovito rado-
ve (43 CC indeksirana rada), sudjeluju u radu stru¢nih sku-
pova. Prof. Mili¢i¢ kao i nazo¢ni su prihvatili inicijativu, uz
prijedlog da se zove Referentni centar za rehabilitaciju
sr¢anih bolesnika.

Prof. Milici¢ je predlozio dvije akreditacije Klinike za
bolesti srca i krvnih zila KBC Zagreb. Klinika za bolesti srca

Prof. Milici¢ and Prof. Bergovec suggested that the new
translated pocket Croatian guidelines should be presented.

From 14 to 17 September Alpe-Adria Congress will be
held in Budapest, and Prof. Mili¢i¢ obliged the MB mem-
bers to participate in the work of the Congress in as greater
number as possible, so that such valuable cooperation
should not stop.

From 29 September to 2 October Dubrovnik Highlights
in Cardiology — an Update Programme of ESC will be or-
ganized, while the preparation of the program is under-
way.

From 20 to 22 October CROECHO meeting will be or-
ganized in Opatija.

Ad 3. Dr. Ivanusa has informed the attendees about the
novelties in functioning of the Internet site. The change to
the Internet provider has resulted in obtaining larger space
and greater possibilities. Within the above mentioned, the
site of the WG for echocardiography has been created
(http://croecho.kardio.hr/), with all required contents for
the group and also the details relating to forthcoming CroE-
cho meeting in Opatija (http://croecho2011 kardio.hr/). All
the attendees were delighted with what has been done and
praised Dr. lvanusa for an enormous effort and hard work
because he has made our site distinguished in terms of
functionality and design. They have welcomed the initia-
tive that all WG wishing to have Internet contents in the
same way should fit into the domain www.kardio.hr. Dr.
Pocani¢ has presented his initiative to make the list of
members along with Internet addresses and minimum per-
sonal details, such as a town, institution and national or
European membership number and e-mail address avail-
able to everybody on the website, so that the members
themselves may check the updated database of the mem-
bers. This has been unanimously adopted, and Dr. lvanusa
has requested the most recent list of the members as to put
the agreed ideas into practice. Prof. Milici¢ has suggested
and everybody has agreed that the Internet site should be
so designed to provide an insight into all previous expert
and scientific activities and meetings of CCS.

Dr. Ivanusa has brought up the issue regarding our of-
ficial journal Kardio list and asked the attendees to send as
many articles as possible especially since the journal be-
came indexed.

Ad 4. Prof. Mili¢i¢ has informed the attendees about
the meeting of the European Association of Echocardiogra-
phy in Istanbul at which Prof. Separovi¢ Hanzevacki par-
ticipated. The integration of WG-s for echocardiography,
nuclear medicine, CT and MRI in uniform WG for images
in cardiology has been so far postponed. It is obvious that
such integration is inevitable and at the level of Croatia,
but following a shorter discussion, they concluded that it is
not appropriate for our country. The activities of echocar-
diography WG in our country are very extensive and it is
recognized as such in our country and abroad and on the
other hand cardiologists do not engage in nuclear medi-
cine, MRl and CT cardiography with exception of Sunce
Polyclinic. The importance of cardiologists who success-
fully engage in echocardiography would be lost as a con-
sequence of integration, so this initiative has been post-
poned so far. It was concluded that Prof. Separovic¢ Hanze-
vacki should in the name of WG be invited to the next MB
meeting as to explain the aspects of the integration of these
WGs. The accreditation program for dealing with echocar-
diography in Croatia that started with the accreditation of
the WG nucleus has been presented.

(ehokardiografija, intervencijska kardiologija i elektrofizio-
loski laboratorij) te Poliklinike. Prvi predlozeni referentni
centar za akutno i intenzivno lijecenje kardioloskih bole-
snika jest Zavod za intenzivno kardiolosko lijecenje, arit-
mije i transplantacijsku kardiologiju. Centar za intenzivno
lijecenje kardioloskih bolesnika, koji ukljucuje i Koronar-
nu jedinicu, ali i sve pratece sadrzaje gdje se intenzivno li-
jece kriticni kardioloski bolesnici. Svakodnevno se tu vrse
invazivni monitoring kriticno bolesnih pacijenata, pripre-
maju za transplantaciju, izvode slozene procedure koje
ukljucuju mjere ALS te primjenjuju i LVAD. U radu se pri-
mijenjuju najstroze smjernice za Acute Cardiac Care koje
je propisalo ESC. Na centru rade prof. Mili¢i¢, doc. Pulje-
vi¢, visi asistenti dr. Skoric, dr. Cikes te specijalisti kardio-
lozi dr. Skorak, dr. Lovri¢. Drugi predlozeni Referentni
centar je Centar za zatajivanje srca i transplatacijsku kar-
diologiju, a to jest Klinika za bolesti srca i krvnih zila, gdje
radi 26 specijalista kardiologa, 11 doktora medicine, 4
znanstvena novaka, sest sveucilisnih profesora (tri redovita
i tri izvanredna), dva docenta, dva visa i dva asistenta, a
obavlja se kompletno zbrinjavanje svih teskih i terminalnih
bolesnika, ukljucujuci i transplantacijske i post-transplan-
tacijske procedure. Posjeduju jedinstveni registar trans-
plantiranih pacijenata gdje je moguce pratiti od trans-
plantacije do sadasnjeg trenutka 74 pacijenta, a sprovodi
se i Projekt zatajivanja srca prijavljen pri Ministarstvu
znanosti. Prijedlozi su jednoglasno prihvaceni i odluc¢eno
je da se dade potpora HKD ovim trima inicijativama. Pri-
jedloge za KBC Zagreb potpisat ¢e Dopredsjednik HKD
prof. Bergovec, jer je prof. Milici¢ zaposlenik KBC.

Ad 6. Tajnik dr. Pocanic izvijestio je nazo¢ne o odr-
zanom izbornom sastanku Rijecke podruznice, gdje je iza-
bran za predsjednika doc. Persi¢, a za tajnika doc. Ruzic.

Takoder su predlozeni novi ¢lanovi HKD: prof. dr. Da-
rija Bakovic, dr. Zora Susilovac Grabovac, dr. Ivica Kristic,
dr. Jaksa Zanchi, dr. Anita Jukic¢ i dr. Ivana Cvitkovic¢ iz
Splita te dr. Manuela Balaban iz Pule, dr. Sinisa Roginic iz
Zaboka, dr. Dean Strinic i dr. Iskra Hruskar iz Zagreba te
dr. Kristina Selthofer Relati¢ iz Osijeka. Dr Pocanic je ela-
borirao njihove aplikacije i kolege su jednoglasno prihva-
ceni u ¢lanstvo HKD.

Na koncu je povedena i raspravama o neobi¢nim i ne-
profesionalnim pojavama javnog, medijskog negiranja
moderne medicine temeljene na dokazima koje prakticira
posebno dr. Lidija Gajski iz Zagreba, neutemeljenim is-
tupima negirajuci sve epidemioloske, znanstvene i stru¢ne
dosege moderne medicine. Posebno zabrinjava medijski
prostor koji koristi da bi negirala poznate kardiovaskularne
rizike kao sto su dislipidemija i hipertenzija, time nanoseci
Stetu pacijentima kojima samo suvremeno lijecenje do-
kazano moze povecati kvalitetu i produljiti zivot. Donese-
na je jednoglasna ocjena da ovakve istupe ne moze imati
netko tko je doktor medicine, jer su takvi stavovi nespojivi
s diplomom i licencom za lijecenje bolesnika. Oni, naime,
negiraju sve temelje medicinske znanosti, a uglavnom su
bazirane na senzacionalistickim istupima.

Ad 5. Prof. Milici¢ has informed the attendees about
the initiative of granting accreditation for the Reference
Center of the Ministry of Health and Welfare in the Croa-
tian centers. He has presented the initiative by Ass. Prof.
Persic that the Thallasotherapy in Opatija should be given
accreditation as the Reference Center for Prevention and
Rehabilitation of Cardiovascular Diseases. According to
the study by Ass. Prof. Persi¢, the Center has four profes-
sors at the Faculty of Medicine of the University of Rijeka,
has a status of a clinic, where nine specialists internists/car-
diologists work, regularly publish papers (43 CC indexed
papers), participate in the work of expert meetings. Prof.
Mili¢i¢ and the attendees have accepted the initiative with
a proposal that the Center should be named into Reference
Center for Rehabilitation of Cardiac Patients.

Prof. Mili¢i¢ has suggested two accreditations for the
Cardiovascular Disease Clinic of the University Hospital
Center Zagreb. The Cardiovascular Disease Clinic consists
of 5 institutes, 3 clinical units (echocardiography, interven-
tion cardiology and electrophysiology laboratory) and Po-
lyclinic. The first proposed Reference center for acute and
intensive treatment of cardiac patients is the Institute for In-
tensive Cardiac Treatment of Arrhythmia and Transplanta-
tion Cardiology. The Center for Intensive Treatment of Car-
diac Patients includes the Coronary Care Unit and all ac-
companied facilities where critical cardiac patients under-
go intensive treatment. Invasive monitoring of critical pa-
tients is conducted there on a daily basis, the patients are
prepared for the transplantation, complex procedures in-
cluding the ALS measures are conducted and LVAD is ap-
plied. The strictest guidelines for Acute Cardiac Care pre-
scribed by ESC are applied in the work. Prof. Milicic, Ass.
Prof. Puljevi¢, Senior Assistants Dr. Skoric, Dr. Cike$ and
Specialists Cardiologists Dr. Skorak, Dr. Lovri¢ work in the
Center. Another proposed Reference Center is the Center
for Heart Failure and Transplantation Cardiology, which is
the Cardiovascular Disease Clinic where 26 specialists car-
diologists, 11 doctors of medicine, 4 scientific research
novices, six University professors (three full and three asso-
ciate professors), two assistant professors, two senior assis-
tants and two assistants work and complete management
of all serious and terminal patients, including the trans-
plantation and post-transplantation procedures are con-
ducted there. They possess the uniform registry of trans-
planted patients where 74 patients may be monitored from
transplantation to the present moment and the Heart Fai-
lure Project registered with the Ministry of Science is being
conducted. The proposals have been unanimously adop-
ted and it has been decided that CCS's support is to be gi-
ven to these three initiatives. The proposals for the Zagreb
UHC shall be signed by the Vice President of CCS, Prof.
Bergovec because Prof. Milici¢ is the employee of the
UHC.

Ad 6. Secretary Dr. Pocanic has informed the attendees
about the held elective meeting of the Rijeka Regional
Branch where Ass. Prof. Persic¢ was elected the President
and Ass. Prof. Ruzi¢ was elected the Secretary.

The new CCS members have been suggested: Prof. Dr.
Darija Bakovi¢, Dr. Zora Susilovac Grabovac, Dr. lvica
Kristi¢, Dr. Jaksa Zanchi, Dr. Anita Juki¢ and Dr. Ivana
Cvitkovic from Split, and Dr. Manuela Balaban from Pula,
Dr. Sinisa Roginic¢ from Zabok, Dr. Dean Strini¢ and Dr.
Iskra Hruskar from Zagreb and Dr. Kristina Selthofer Re-
lati¢ from Osijek. Dr. Pocanic has analyzed their applica-
tion forms and the colleagues have been unanimously ad-
mitted to the membership of the CCS.
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Finally the discussion was conducted on some unusual
and non-professional phenomena of the public, media de-
nial of the modern technology based on evidence especial-
ly practiced by Dr. Lidija Gajski from Zagreb, by unsub-
stantiated statements denying all epidemiologic, scientific
and expert achievements of modern medicine. Media
space is of a special concern that is used to deny the well
known cardiovascular risks such as dyslipidemia and hy-
pertension, thereby causing damage to the patients for
whom only modern treatment may, as based on evidence,
improve the quality and extend life. The unanimous eva-
luation has been made that someone who is a doctor of
medicine may not make such statements because such
statements are contrary to the diploma and license for the
treatment of patients. They deny all foundations of the
medical science and are mainly based on sensational state-
ments.

The next MB meeting has been called to take place on
16" June 2011 during the expert meeting on the island of
Hvar.

The meeting ended at 18.55 o’clock.
