It has been two years since the last CroEcho took place in
2011 in Opatija, that gathered the echocardiographic profes-
sionals of Croatia and surrounding countries, with a great
number of local and foreign participants, lecturers and exhi-
bitors, thereby continuing its position as the largest echocar-
diographic meeting in the region.

The emphasis in the educational program has been put on
the basic echocardiography course intended for cardiolo-
gists, cardiology residents, internal medicine specialists, pe-
diatricians, anesthesiologists, and all those who want to
learn the basics of echocardiography. The course is certified
by EACVI Education Committee.
In accordance with our goal to encourage higher standards
of professional excellence for cardiologists specialized in the
field of echocardiography and other imaging modalities and
promoting them in clinical diagnostics, research and techno-
logical advancement, the scientific part of the program offers
you the possibility to show the scientific achievements of
your echocardiographic and other imaging laboratories.
Accordingly we are proud and happy that the scientific con-
tribution from both local and international authors has grown
substantially. In comparison with the last meeting, the num-
ber of submitted abstracts has increased for several times,
thereby making the task of the Scientific Committee even
more demanding. Therefore, this year we have included two
sessions of oral abstract presentations and a session dedi-
cated to clinical case presentations in the scientific pro-
gramme as well. We congratulate the authors of all accep-
ted abstracts, many of whom have shown that the spirit of
clinical research is present and alive among echocardio-
graphers outside university hospitals. 
We hope that you will find ample areas of interest in the afo-
rementioned topics.
