Regularna dulji-
na teksta, napisanog prema uputama International Committee
of Medical Journal Editors Uniform Requirements for Manu-
scripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals (www.icmje.org) i po-
hranjenog u obliku ime_dokumenta.doc ili ime_dokumenta.rtf
iznosi do najviπe 4.500 znakova s razmacima, osim cjelovitih,
kategoriziranih Ëlanaka koji mogu biti duljine do 9.000 znakova.
Kategorizacija priloga vrπi se prema Uputama za uredniπtva Ëa-
sopisa koje su dostupne na portalu znanstvenih Ëasopisa Re-
publike Hrvatske “HrËak” (http://hrcak.srce.hr/). Svi kategorizi-
rani prilozi trebaju se sastojati od saæetka (maksimalno do 250
rijeËi), kljuËnih rijeËi (do 5 rijeËi), teksta Ëlanka koji moæe ukljuËi-
vati tablice i/ili slikovne prikaze te odjeljka literatura.
Tablice, grafovi i slike objavljuju se samo engleskom jeziku. Sve
slikovne priloge ne slati unutar teksta rukopisa, veÊ kao zaseb-
ni dokument u obliku TIFF, JPG (JPEG) ili PNG, u rezoluciji od
najmanje 300 DPI. Iznimno se slikovni prilozi mogu poslati kao
PowerPoint ili PDF dokument. PreporuËa se grafove poslati kao
Excel dokument.
Uredniπtvo ima pravo kraÊenja tekstova. Svi objavljeni Ëlanci
predstavljaju stavove i miπljenje njihovih autora koji preuzimaju
punu odgovornost za sve πto je izneπeno u radu, neovisno o
recenziji. Objavljeni materijal smije biti reproduciran uz pisanu
suglasnost izdavaËa.
Oglaπeni promotivni materijal sadræi bitne podatke o lijeku koji
su istovjetni cjelokupnom odobrenom saæetku opisa svojstava
lijeka te cjelokupnoj odobrenoj uputi o lijeku sukladno Ëlanku

stvene djelatnike. Uredniπtvo i izdavaË ne snose odgovornost
niti jamËe za bilo koji od proizvoda ili oglaπenih usluga.

Uputa za pisanje referencija
Za pisanje referencija u Cardiologia Croatica koristi se Vancou-
verski naËin citiranja. Referencije dobivaju broj prema mjestu
prvog pojavljivanja u tekstu u kojem se oznaËavaju arapskim
brojkama kao eksponent npr.1,2-4. U odjeljku literatura referenci-
je se poredaju po rednom broju pojavljivanja.
Vrlo je vaæno ispravno oblikovati referencije prema uputama ko-
je se mogu preuzeti na adresama National Library of Medicine
Citing Medicine http://www.ncbi.nlm. nih.gov/books/bv.fcgi?rid=
citmed.TOC&depth=2 ili International Committee of Medical
Journal Editors Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Sub-
mitted to Biomedical Journals: Sample References http://www.

All readers show-
ing interest in the journal have open access to texts published
in Croatian and English. 
The Cardiologia Croatica Editorial Office receives categorized
or different texts with cardiac thematic approach in Croatian
and/or English by electronic mail at kardio@kardio.hr: scientific
paper, professional paper, review article, short communication,
preliminary communication, conference paper, meeting ab-
stract, news, book review, letter to the Editor, and other texts.
The usual length of a text, written according to the instructions
of International Committee of Medical Journal Editors Uniform
Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Jour-
nals (www.icmje.org) and filed in the form of name_document.
doc or name_document.rtf should not exceed 4,500 characters
with spaces, except for full version of texts, categorized articles
that may contain up to 9,000 characters. The categorization of
texts is performed according to the Instructions for Journal
Editorials available in the portal of scientific journals of the Re-
public of Croatia “HrËak” (http://hrcak.srce.hr/). All categorized
texts need to consist of abstracts (maximum 250 words), key-
words (not exceeding 5 words), text of an article that may
include tables and/or figures and literature section.
Tables, graphs and images are published only in the English
language. All illustrations are not to be sent as a part of the
manuscript text, but as a separate document in the TIFF, JPG
(JPEG) or PNG format in resolution not lower than 300 DPI. An
exception is the illustrations that may be sent as PowerPoint or
PDF document. Graphs are to be sent as Excel document.
The Editorial Office is entitled to shortening texts. All published
articles represent authors’ approaches and opinions as they
assume full responsibility for everything written in the article re-
gardless of review. A published material may be reproduced
with written consent by a publisher.
Advertised promotional material contains important information

Instruction for writing references
Vancouver manner citing is used in Cardiologia Croatica for wri-
ting references. References are given according to a place of
the first appearance in the text in which they are designated
with Arabian numbers as an exponent such as1,2-4. In the litera-
ture section, references are listed according to ordinal number
of their appearance. 
It is very important to properly design references according to
instructions that may be downloaded from addresses National
Library of Medicine Citing Medicine http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.
