All illustrations are not to be sent as a part of the manuscript text, but as a
separate document in the TIFF, JPG (JPEG), or PNG format in resolution not
lower than 300 DPL An exception is the illustrations that may be sent as
PowerPoint or PDF document. Graphs are to be sent as Excel document.
